Rotary Spelling Bee 

– Youth Literacy Grant Evaluation Criteria

Eligibility:

1. Any school receiving a Literacy Grant must have participated in the most recent Rotary Spelling Bee, by sending two students, enrolled in that same school, to the event.  Grants are not based on placement in the spelling bee competition.

2. Grant Applications must be submitted to the Rotary Literacy Grant Committee, by the deadline communicated in the Rotary Spelling Bee Communications.

3. Grant Applications must have the approval (signature) of the school Principal.

Evaluation Criteria:

1. Project direct application to the development of youth literacy

2. Number of students the project will impact and for what duration 

(looking at the maximum impact, to the greatest amount of students, for the longest duration possible)

3. Enhancement of, Extra or Specialty Literacy Programs (preference will be given to projects that are in addition to regular school curriculum and over and above required school literacy materials)

4. School financial need, and ability to raise funds from their student population

Note:  Approval of any one or multiple grants to any school, is at the sole discretion of The Rotary Club of Peterborough Incorporated, and grant amounts approved based on funds available for disbursement. 

Process & Accountability:

· Applications received by deadline and signed by the principal.

· Applications reviewed for eligibility and evaluated by committee

· Approval of Applications and Schools receiving grants are notified

· Vendor Receipts are provided to support the purchase for which the application was approved, by the schools to The Rotary Club sponsoring the event/ grant program.  

· Upon receipt of supporting documentation funds will be forwarded to the schools within approximately 2 weeks
